Vol 1.  The Minute Book of the Monthly Meeting of the Society of Friends for the Upperside of Buckinghamshire, 1669-1690, edited with an introduction by Beatrice Saxon Snell (1937).   

The Monthly Meetings of the Quakers of the Chilterns were recorded by Thomas Elwood, friend of Milton, and were usually held in his house at Coleshill.  The book shows the organisation of the early Quakers and illustrates their customs and principles. 253 +xix pp.

Vol 4.  A Calendar of the Feet of Fines for the County of Buckingham, 7 Richard I to 44 Henry III, edited with an introduction by M.W. Hughes (1940).

Vol 5.  A Calendar of Deeds preserved in the Museum at Aylesbury, with foreword by J.G. Jenkins (1943).

Vol 6.  Calendar of the Roll of the Justices on Eyre, 1227, edited with an introduction by J.G. Jenkins (1945).           

A very early record of the King's Court travelling through the county.  Every case is summarised in English, but no Latin text is given. 88+xii pp.                                   Out of print
Vol 7.  Episcopal Visitation Book for the Archdeaconry of Buckingham, 1662, edited with an introduction with E.R.C. Brinkworth (1947).           

This is a pioneer study.  The presentments of churchwardens and sidesmen and the depositions of witnesses are in English, while the stages of court procedure are in Latin, explained by the editor in his introduction.  The volume shows the state of the Church at the Restoration and contains the names of numerous dissenters. 111+xiv pp.             Out of print                

Vol 8.  Subsidy Roll for the County of Buckingham Anno 1524, edited with an introduction by A.C. Chibnall and A.V. Woodman (1950).   

This volume contains lists of taxpayers, parish by parish. They are assessed on land or goods, whichever would bring in more to the Exchequer.  Economic historians and genealogists have made good use of this material, although some parishes in Aylesbury Hundred are missing. There is no index in the volume as originally published, but there is one on the microfiche set. 96+xvi pp.

Vol 11.  The First Ledger Book of High Wycombe, edited with an introduction by R.W. Greaves (1956).                            

The Book was given to the borough in 1475, when earlier material was copied into it, and continues into the 18th century.  It is the principal source for the early history of High Wycombe, always an industrial centre and one of the most important towns in the county. The final instalment of the Cartulary records the acquisition of more Buckinghamshire property and estates in London and other counties.  It is preceded by a full history of the Abbey from its foundation in 1133 to its dissolution in 1539. 262+xxvi pp.

Vol 13. Ship Money Papers and Richard Grenville's Note-Book, edited by C.G. Bonsey and J.G. Jenkins, with an introduction by C.G. Bonsey (1965).         

This collection of official documents, private notes, accounts, letters and warrants was amassed by Sir Peter Temple as Sheriff of the county in his efforts to collect ship money on the 1635 writ. Vol 14. Early Taxation Returns.  Taxation of Personal Property in 1332 and later, edited with an introduction by A.C. Chibnall (1966).

Vol 15. Luffield Priory Charters, Part 1, edited with an introduction by G.R. Elvey (1968). Published jointly with Northamptonshire Record Society.                                                                     
The charters of a Benedictine priory built on the border between Buckinghamshire and Northamptonshire.  In this volume the charters relate mainly to Northamptonshire property.  Each is transcribed in full with an English summary.  There is a short introduction for the general reader and a separate index to persons and places. 298+xviii pp.

This taxation return gives the names of people living in every town and village in the county.   It includes parishes lost from the Subsidy Roll of 1524, gives more information and is well indexed.  Residents can be distinguished from absentee landlords. 418+vii pp.

Vol 18. Luffield Priory Charters, Part 2, edited with an introduction by G.R. Elvey (1975). Published jointly with Northamptonshire Record Society.                                                                    

The charters in this volume relate mainly to the priory's property in Buckinghamshire.  There is a full introduction dealing in detail with the history of the house and the topography of places where the priory acquired most land. 495+lxxix pp.

Vol 19. The Courts of the Archdeaconry of Buckingham, 1483-1523, edited with an introduction by E.M. Elvey (1975).                                

These are among the earliest surviving archdeaconry court records for the diocese of Lincoln.  They include complete transcripts of about 240 wills and six inventories.  The proceedings and earlier wills are in Latin, but there are more than a hundred later wills in English, giving a vivid picture of the farming community and its problems.  The introduction supplies the Buckinghamshire background and a commentary on the text. 449+xxx pp.

Vol 20. The Letters of Thomas Hayton, Vicar of Long Crendon, 1821-1887, edited with an introduction by Joyce  Donald (1979).                                                        

Thomas Hayton, the first resident clergyman known in Long Crendon, entered into a poor living and a parish predominantly non-conformist.  These letters - most of them taken from official archives - record his struggles to improve the life of the parish and above all the harsh condition of poor relief. These returns of voluntary gifts under the Act of 16 Charles I, cap. 30, constitute one of the most complete listings of inhabitants for the Civil War period. Over 8,000 names and contributions are recorded for 132 parishes (60% of the total). Vol 22. The Buckinghamshire Posse Comitatus 1798, edited with an introduction by Ian F.W. Beckett (1985).                                              

A military census of able-bodied men between the ages of 15 and 60, not engaged in any military capacity, made during the Napoleonic Wars.  Contains over 23,500 names arranged under places, giving occupations.  Also given are owners and numbers of horses, waggons, and carts and details of wind and water mills. 437+xxviii pp.

Vol 23. The Autobiography of Joseph Mayett of Quainton (1783-1839), edited with an introduction by Ann Kussmaul (1986).            

Joseph Mayett worked as a living-in farm servant from the age of 12.  In 1803 he enlisted in the militia and served in various parts of England and Ireland.  After his discharge in 1815 he helped to found Quainton Baptist church.  His memoirs are remarkable for their precise recall of detail. 101+xxxii pp.

They give an unrivalled insight into details of everyday living. The "superior eyre" held at Wycombe in 1389 by the court of Kings Bench on one of its infrequent visits outside Westminster is the subject of this volume.  Its three sections com-prise a calendar of the rolls of coroners' inquests, 1375-1389, on which the court acted; indictments against offenders prepared by the various hundreds and towns in the county; and extracts of related later entries in the court record, 1389-1392.  The result is a wonderfully detailed tapestry of medieval life. 336+lvxi pp.

Glebe terriers are detailed surveys of church property which parish incumbents were first required to submit to the diocesan authorities in 1571.  They are a particularly valuable source for the study of place names, open field agriculture and rural housing.  Full transcripts are given of 146 terriers, mostly dated 1605-7 and 1639, covering some 116 parishes in the archdeaconry of Buckingham, held in Buckinghamshire Record Office. 295+xxviii pp.

The four memoirs in this volume cover a wide range of Buckinghamshire life in the nineteenth century. The autobiographical account of Sir George Gilbert Scott (1811-78), the architect, describes his background and early life in North Buckinghamshire to 1827 (pp.1-63); the journal of Elizabeth George (b.1803) of Dadford provides a highly individual view of affairs at Stowe in the 1840s as seen by a tenant (pp.65-122); the personal reminiscences of Owen Peel Wethered (1837-1908) of Marlow give an inside story of the formation of the Bucks Volunteers, 1859-79 (pp.123-172); and the historical notes of Oscar Blount (c.1842-1933) on Bulstrode,  near Gerrards Cross, incorporate his recollections of the house and of the many distinguished guests who were entertained there (pp.173-194). The 13 illustrations include 10 sketches of local buildings by Scott dated 1826-1931. 194+ix pp.

This volume comprises an index to the wills, administrations, inventories and other probate records held in the Centre for Buckinghamshire Studies, 1483-1660, plus pre-1660 probate records relating to Buckinghamshire held in Hertfordshire, Oxfordshire and Bedfordshire Record Offices. It contains altogether about 17,500 entries plus indexes of places of abode and of trades and occupations of the testators and intestates. 483+xxviii pp.

Vol. 33. The Household Book (1510-1551) of Sir Edward Don of Horsenden, edited by Ralph A. Griffiths (2004).  

Sir Edward Don lived in Buckinghamshire, but his father, Sir John Don, was of Carmarthenshire stock. Sir Edward’s Household Book reflects the life and interests of an influential Anglo-Welsh knight during the reign of Henry VIII and is a significant source for the history of the English and Welsh landowning classes of the time. Its daily record details Don’s personal and household expenditure, his public and private activities, his tastes and travels, and it reveals much about his religion, his life in Buckinghamshire, his relations with London and the court, his travels in south Wales and the Midlands, his bringing up of two daughters, the weather, and his attitude to his approaching death. The introduction includes a discussion of the topographical and economic background, landowners, knights and gentry, the king’s peace and eyre system, inheritance, the property of husbands and wives, women at the eyre, the church at the eyre and the end of the eyre system.
